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CHRISTMAS MYTHS

Christmas is to me a National
holiday and I celebrate it as such. | do
not celebrate Christmas as the birthday
of Jesus for two reasons. 1) The
Gospel never says anything about
celebrating December 25th as Jesus’
birthday. 2) | simply do not believe
Jesus was born on December 25th or
any other day in December. Consider a
couple of things which are taught about
the circumstances around Jesus’ birth,
and believed by the majority of
religious folks today.

MYTH # 1: “Jesus was born on
December 25th.” False! The fact is, the
Bible simply doesn’t tell us what day
Jesus was born. Luke 2:8 tells us that
immediately after Jesus’ birth, “There
were...country shepherds living out in
the fields, keeping watch over their
flock by night.” Now, this just doesn’t
happen in the winter. Jesus was most
likely born in spring, summer, or early
fall.

MYTH # 2: “There were three wise
men who came to Jesus in the
manger.” False! Actually, there are two
myths in this one statement. First of
all, the Bible records that “wise men
from the east came to Jerusalem.”

We are not told how many there were.
Secondly, modern day nativity scenes
show the wise men at the manger. But,
the text tells us they came to a house
(Matt. 2:11). And, Jesus was probably
two years old before they arrived,
certainly not an infant as we are led to
believe (Matt. 2:7, 16).

MYTH #3: “Santa Claus is real.”
Parents often bring their children up to
believe this myth is actually true. To do
S0 is to lie to and deceive your children.
“But it’s fun.” Yes, no one ever denied
that sin is fun; even the Bible points out
this obvious truth (Hebrews 9:27). As
Christians, we are not to tell lies, much
less build up and carry on a years long
scheme of deception (Ephesians 4:25).
When children learn their parents have
lied to them about this, they may
wonder what else they’ve been lied to
about. “Is God real?” We expect our
children to be honest with us, and
punish them when they’re not. In turn,
let’s be honest with them in all things,
lest we become hypocrites!

Be careful what you believe. Just
because something is taken for granted
to be true by the general public, doesn’t
necessarily make it so. #~

The word “Christmas” is not there,
nor are there any examples of anyone
in the Bible ever observing anything
called Christmas.

The local church has no scriptural
authority to have pageants, parades,
decorations, or dinners in honor of
Christmas. As an individual, | have
no problem observing Christmas as a
National holiday. To much of the
world, Christmas is a time to
celebrate the birth of Christ.

We do not know exactly what time
of the year Jesus was born, although it
is likely it was during warmer months
(Luke 2:8), and even the year the Lord
was born in is debated. However, we
should continue to be joyful daily over
the fact that He came into this sin-
cursed world to live sin-free and offer
Himself as the perfect sacrifice for our
sins.

By the way, though God did not set
up a memorial for Christ’s birth, He
did set up a memorial for our Lord’s
death. It’s the Lord’s Supper. We
should observe this upon the first day
of every week (Acts 20:7) while the
church is gathered together (Acts 20:7;
1 Corinthians 11:17-18, 20). And we
do this to “Proclaim the Lord’s death
till He come” (1 Corinthians 11:26).

May we always live our lives in joy
for all the Lord has done for us
(Philippians 4:4). ~
